In February 2009 Christine Roberts our Booking and Friends’ Secretary was presented with the Gold Bar to her NODA Award for fifty years service to Guiseley AOS. 

Christine joined the Society for Desert Song our production in 1961, auditioning for and playing the part of Azuri – sultry temptress of the desert. Christine continued as a dancer and principal until 1976 when she made her final appearance as one of our dancers in Viva Mexico, but she was not a girl to let the grass under her feet and took on the role of choreographer in 1977 for La Vie Parisienne, continuing to choreograph all our shows until New Moon in 1988. Christine willingly took on the role of Booking Secretary in 1994, absorbing the role of Friends’ Secretary a couple of years later continuing to serve in both positions until this year – one of our longest serving Booking Secretaries – 17 years.  Christine has very understandably decided to retire from these two offices after South Pacific and we do wish her well in her retirement, although we are sure that Christine will continue to offer help and support to GAOS.

Spotlight on a Member 
Tony Bowman
Schooled in Twickenham, I became interested in athletics after going to the 1948 London Olympics with my Dad.  At school I won the hurdles in the Middlesex Championships and came 2nd in the All England Schools Championships in Bradford and represented Middlesex as a Junior.   I did 2 years National Service in the Royal Air Force and played hockey for Teddington and Middlesex.
When I came north some 40+ years ago I started competing again with Leeds City Athletics Club in sprints and hurdles at the age of 42 and since then have won many British and some European  and World titles as a ‘Veteran’ or ‘Master’ as we are now known.  Masters are from the age of 35 upwards, male and female and we cover all Olympic events in 5year age groups eg 35-39, 40-44 etc.

I’ve had a very successful season over the past year : British Indoors, London – 4 gold;  European Indoors, Ghent – 2 gold, 2 silver;  British Outdoors, Birmingham – a record 6 gold (60m & 300m hurdles, 100m, 200m, 400m, 800m over 2 days)  World Outdoors, Sacramento – 1 gold, 1 bronze;  British Decathlon, Oxford – 1 gold and British Record.   This year I will be competing in the World Indoors, Finland and the European Outdoors in Germany.  If anyone feels like trying themselves out on the track, please contact me.

My other hobbies are gardening, tennis, jive and ballroom dancing.  Many years ago I won a Jive competition in Richmond, Surrey.  Five years ago I got to the final group in the BBCs ‘Strictly Dance Fever’ programme doing the Jive with a final audition before Arlene Phillips and Wayne Sleep, hosted by Graham Norton.  Since then I’ve won a jive competition before Anton du Beke and Erin Boag and a ‘Strictly Come Dancing’ ballroom competition before James and Ola Jordan.
I see myself as a very lucky person to be still so active at my age and able to train for athletics four times a week.  I have tickets for the London Olympics and am looking forward to that.

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An Appreciation





Frank Teale





Frank was for many years stage manager for GAOS and was awarded Life Membership when he retired from that role. I cannot remember when Frank first became involved with our Society, indeed it would have been many years prior to my first involvement. Frank was a very skilled joiner and in his professional life worked at High Royds Hospital. It was this skill as a joiner which he used to great effect when we started constructing our own scenery (Orpheus in the Underworld in 1972). I know that there are many of my era in GAOS who owe their abilities with saw, hammer and screwdriver to working in the scenery workshop under Frank’s supervision. In the late seventies we leased a prefabricated building (originally part of Kelcliffe School) and it was under Frank’s guidance that we refurbished this building into very acceptable rehearsal rooms. Indeed two redundant but nonetheless beautiful pitch pine doors, which we purchased from High Royds, were lovingly restored by Frank for Kelcliffe and one of these has since been installed in the Strauss Room at the Theatre – it is perhaps a fitting tribute to a superb craftsman and hard working member of GAOS.


Frank’s passing marks the end of an era between his family and GAOS. Frank’s late uncle and aunt, Eric and Phyllis Rogers, joined the Society only a few years after its formation in 1923 and both were Life Members, Eric having been our Musical Director for many years. Likewise his late sister Mary was a Life Member who served the society more than sixty in many different capacities.
